	SD GEAR UP
	Chris had everyone read the 07-08 GEAR UP Formative Evaluation Report and to ask questions if they had them. Sherry’s ?: When is GEAR Up going to expand east river? Stacy replied by saying that they are looking into new/bigger sites for the program, and the issue they are having is that School of Mines is building new dorms for that campus and lodging for next year is questionable. Also another problem is that more staff is needed with the expanding of cohorts each year. 

Ted ?: asked if it is possible to get money for summer GEAR up out of title 1 and Sherry said it is possible and that money might be able to come out of GT also. 

Sherry was next concern was about the percentage of “No’s” on the evaluation about students being informed about secondary schooling. So she said that the regional and school coordinators need to step up and inform the students and parents. Stacy also mentioned that GEAR Up is sending out monthly reports to schools to inform on the progress of their programs. 

Keith talked about the money that GEAR Up received from the state to be match $250,000.

Dave asked if GEAR UP is going to be looking into foundation funding because he said Gates has money for prep programs. 

Stacy said that for the next round of GEAR UP funding they are going to be shooting for the 3.5 million a year for the program.

	Ted talked about the consortium receiving $980,000 to build an AYP oral language assessment tool. He said the plan is going to take two years in order for it to be implemented into schools. The steps that need to be taken in order to get the program going is hiring of staff, establishing a language panel for now. 

Ted drew a diagram and talked about the steps of action and the tentative meetings. He said that there is going to be a meeting with the ACTFEL Org. so that they can provide training during the L/N/D/ Language summit in November. 

Sherry said that even though we got the money to start the oral language assessments that we should get letters out so that we can get the money to start the science, math and reading assessments. 

Ted said that he is going to send out job descriptions to the board so that they can make comments and changes, also he told the membership that he would like a list of names to be put on the panel and would like one person from each school to be present a that Language summit for OPI training.
