Package 3:
Program Monitoring


Some schools have indicated that they do not have a certified GT person to direct their program.  OSEC will provide a certified GT person to direct a program on a weekly basis with school staff providing direct services to students.  Duties for a Program Monitoring will be created on a school-by-school basis with a minimum of 36 days of service at $ 500.00 per day for a minimum total of $ 18,000.00

Other Activities



Schools can identify other activities for GT program staffing at a rate of $ 500.00 per day.  

*OSEC rates include staff salary, fringe benefits and mileage to and from the school.  In the event a school requires over-night stays, the school will be responsible for reimbursing additional cost for hotel rooms and meals.
