I served as archivist for OLC and become director of the library in 1987.  During my tenure I wrote over $ 1,000,000 in grants for the institution, organized a library consortium for tribal college librarians, presented testimony to the US Senate Select Committee on Indian Affairs describing the need for more funds for tribal libraries, provided technical assistance through a Ford Foundation grant to 22 tribal colleges, oversaw the creation the first dial access CDROM network in South Dakota, and assisted in the planning for the National Indian Policy Center Internet Access program at George Washington University. Served for two years on the administrative council for the College and chaired the Piya Wiconi Okolakiciye.


During my tenure at OLC, my most significant work was to create a functioning library program across nine distributed college centers and to acquire funds to build the first public library for the reservation.

1994-1995
Little Wound School

I was hired to set up a new library at the LWS Middle School.   I created curriculum and conducted staff training.

1995-2001
Technology Mentoring Services

Created a consultation company that provided one on one and small group training in software applications.   Contracted with Todd County Schools, Badlands Head Start, Oglala Lakota College, Mennonite Central Committee, Pine Ridge High School, Little Wound School.

Provided Training and Consultation with Teacher’s Pal, a curriculum development software company based in Phoenix, Arizona.  Subcontracted curriculum development workshops to sites across the Great Plains and assisted in software development.

In addition to software training, TMS provides grant development activities.  In the Spring of 1997, we were successful in developing a project for the Montana Tribal Libraries Group to create a national bibliography of books by and about Native Americans.  The project calls for cooperation between the University of Oklahoma Library School, leading national organizations, and the tribal colleges that comprise the American Indian Higher Education Consortium.

1996-2002

Employed full time at Todd County School District as a technology mentor/teacher.  Provided oversight to entire district concerning educational technology acquisition and implementation.  Directed the Visions TECWEB, a 5 year,  US Department of Education Technology Challenge Grant serving four reservations and six school districts.  I am a joint founder of the South Dakota Systems Change Conference and the Oceti Sakowin Distance Education Consortium. 


The work with the tribal schools and colleges through the Visions TECWEB grant led to the development of the Oceti Sakowin Distance Education Consortium.  For the first time, schools serving Native American students on all the reservations in South Dakota have a mechanism to discuss joint needs and can work collaboratively to address those needs.

Currently employed as the executive director of the Oceti Sakowin Education Consortium.  The Consortium was founded as an outgrowth of the Visions TECWEB Technology Challenge Grant and serves 24 schools and tribal colleges on eight reservations.  Consortium activities include oversight of a virtual high school, graduate and undergraduate programming and curriculum development. 

As part of my role as OSEC director, I work with state, federal and tribal organizations to determine needs and provide educational services to meet those needs.  We have assisted schools in directly connecting to distance education networks and to supply support in organizational development.
