Students will speak and understand tribal languages and song.

Standards

Student will understand tribal languages.

Students will speak in tribal language.

· Went through the vocabulary of the schools standards to define words so that needed to be broken down for understanding.

· The Oral Language Work Plan was passed  out to show tentative schedule 

· Requested panel members biographies and or resumes so that they can be on file

· Reported on the steering committee and told of the changes that the process in now opened up to any school that wants to be apart of the Oral language assessment. 

· Earl Bullhead said for etymologist he recommends Jerome Kills Small whom is a Lakota Teacher out of Uni. Of  South Dakota.

· Went through Blooms Taxonomy
